Re Management Planning for Saddle mountain – scope of work – will rely on the community at some point to point out other areas of interest that may be missing sediment reduction – funding strategy, natural resource problem identification, inventory, legal features, - FMWW can use this management plan for fundraising application - they will return with maps to get input from all stakeholders 

Schedules – mapping, public outreach (please review the draft outline) habitat and plant assessment; rangeland assessment – want feedback.   Future: in the fall of 2008 they will look at trails, landslide assessments, cultural resources, trail and access plan, draft plan development and set it out for public review.  

Sotoyome – RCD

Non-regulatory agency that has worked in the Upper Mark West since 1998. Sierra Cantor & Valerie Sharon - Handout #3

They have some small seed money to define and describe an effective Upper Mark West Management Plan – this is the same program that Kara Heckert came to talk to us about – except that has matured since Kara was here, in December.  The seed money that they are referencing in the SM Plan $10k is designated for the science aspect of the Strategic Planning. 

Working with NASSA maps tool and will incorporate use of this tool in the UMWW.  Comparing that with models for soils and geography – they want our input about what we want to see in the management plan and to help keep it on tract for. Asked for volunteers.
